	Direct democracy 
	Government where all the people vote on all issues


	Monarchy 


	Government ruled by a leader whose title is passed down through the family


	Dictatorship 


	Government controlled by one person or a small group of people; citizens have no voice- Cuba, Iraq under Saddam Hussein


	Totalitarian 


	Government control extends to almost all aspect of the peoples’ lives- Adolf Hitler


	Anarchy 
	No government control


	Autocracy 
	Government ruled by one with unlimited control


	Authoritarian
	A government in which one leader or group of people holds absolute authority and power


	Theocracy
	Government ruled by a religious authority


	Oligarchy 
	Government ruled by a small group


	Civic Involvement
	The involvement of citizens in government and the community


	Service Learning
	Method for students to learn the value of civic involvement by combining classroom learning and community volunteering 


	Peace Corps
	Volunteers teach, provide medical treatment, engineering, and technology in poor nations


	AmeriCorps
	Organization of non-profit groups, public agencies, and faith-based groups that serve citizens


	Job Corps
	Provides “at risk” youth with the skills they need to survive in the workforce
