16. Dictatorship: A government controlled by one person or a small group of people
17. Monarchy: Government with a hereditary, single leader

18. Majority Rule: Political principle providing that a majority of the members of a community has the power to make laws for all the people
19. Suffrage: The right to vote

20. Quota: Fixed number of people that are allowed into a certain country

21. E pluribus unum: On our money to remind us how the citizens of the United States have joined together to make a strong nation- “out of many, one”
22. Naturalization: A legal process to obtain citizenship 

23. Alien: A non-citizen

24. Deport: To send an alien or immigrant back to his or her own country
