1. Constitution: A detailed written plan for government 
2. Principle: a belief or value
3. Limited Government: The power of the government is limited
4. Consent of the Governed: The power of the government comes from the people

5. Popular Sovereignty: The principle that power lies with the people
6. Rule of Law: The principle that the law applies to everyone, even those who govern
7. Separation of Powers: The principle that divides power between the legislative, executive, and judicial branches of government
8. Checks and Balances: A system in which each branch of government has the power to check the actions of the other two branches
9. Federalism: Form of government where power is divided between the national government and the states
10.  Preamble: The introduction of the Constitution- tells the purpose of the government
11. Amendment: Any change made to the Constitution
12. Bill of Rights: First 10 amendments of the Constitution- protect the rights of the people 
13. Supremacy Clause: States the Constitution is the highest law in the land
14. Full Faith and Credit Clause: Law that requires states to respect each other’s laws
15. Necessary and Proper Clause: Congress has the power to make laws necessary and proper to carry out the expressed powers of the federal government
