	Bill of Rights 

	First 10 amendments made to the Constitution- protect the rights of individuals


	Citizenship
	Rights and duties of members of a state or country



	Equal protection 

	Everyone is treated fair and equally under the law


	Due Process 

	Following established legal procedures


	Separation of Church and State 


	Idea that religion and government should be separate

	Establishment Clause 


	Congress may not establish a national religion


	Free Exercise Clause

	Congress may not stop citizens from worshiping their own religion (you are free to exercise your own religious beliefs)


	Censorship is prohibited 


	Government cannot ban printed materials or films because they are offensive


	John Peter Zenger 


	Newspaper publisher arrested for criticizing the government in 1773- his attorney argued freedom of the press is necessary to prevent the government from abusing its power- he was acquitted

	Civil War Amendments 


	Amendments 13, 14, 15 made after the Civil war to grant protection to African Americans


	Suffrage 


	The right to vote


	Civil Rights 


	The rights of full citizenship and equality under the law


	Discrimination

	Unfair treatment based on prejudice against a certain group


	Segregation

	Social separation of races


	Plessy v. Ferguson 


	Supreme Court ruling that established segregation as lawful- “separate but equal”


	Brown v. Board of Education, Topeka, Kansas 1954

	Supreme Court ruling that outlawed segregation in public facilities- over-turned the Plessy decision

	Dr. Martin Luther King Jr. 

	Leader of the Civil Rights Movement

	Nonviolence

	Dr. King’s philosophy- violence is never the answer


	Montgomery Bus Boycott 1955

	African Americans refused to ride the busses until they were integrated- Rosa Parks

	Sit-ins

	African Americans sat at lunch counters in “White Only” sections until they were served- began in Greensboro, N.C.


	Freedom Rides 

	White and African American young people traveled together on buses throughout the South until they were integrated


	“I Have a Dream” Speech 
	Speech mage by Dr. King at March on Washington (Lincoln Memorial)


	Civil Rights Act 1964

	Prohibited discrimination in public facilities, employment, education and voter registration


	Poll Taxes

	Fee charged to African Americans before they were allowed to vote in the South

	March from Selma to Montgomery

	People from all across the nation marched together to support African American voting rights


	Voting Rights Act 1965

	Outlawed voter discrimination


	Affirmative Action 

	Programs intended to make up for past discrimination- encouraged the hiring and promotion of minorities and women in fields that were traditionally closed to them


	Racial Profiling
	Being singles out because of the way you look



	SNCC

	Student Non-Violent Coordinating Committee- began at Shaw University in Raleigh


	SCLC 
	Southern Christian Leadership Committee


	American with Disabilities Act 1990
	Bans discrimination against persons with disabilities


	Limits on Citizens

	* Your rights do not allow you to endanger other people

Ex. You have freedom of speech, but you may not yell “fire” in a public place if it is not true because someone might get hurt



	Slander 


	You may not spread spoken lies about someone that may damage   his/her reputation


	Libel 


	You may not print lies about someone that may damage his/her reputation
