	Definition

	Amendment
	A change or addition to the Constitution.

	Double Jeopardy
	The prosecution of a person twice for the same crime or offense. Illegal based on the 5th amendment.

	Due Process
	Fair treatment in the legal system guaranteed by the Constitution.

	Eminent Domain
	The right of government to take private property for public use (providing just compensation).

	Establishment Clause
	In the first amendment. It prohibits Congress from recognizing or endorsing an official religion.

	Free Exercise Clause
	In the first amendment. Prevents government from limiting citizens' rights to practice a religion.

	Grand Jury
	Group that decides if there is enough evidence to charge a person with a crime.

	Search Warrant
	Legal document that gives police authority to look for evidence in private property.

	Self-Incrimination
	Making statements or providing information that might prove one's own guilt. Protected from this by the fifth amendment.
