	There are limits on free speech if it posed a “clear and present danger” to the public- You cannot yell “Fire” in a crowded room if it is not true

	Tinker v. Des Moines (1969)
	Schools cannot ban symbolic speech



	The Skokie Case (1977)


	A group cannot be denied their Constitutional rights based on their beliefs


	Bethel School District v. Fraser (1986)
	Schools can make rules to regulate speech


	Hazelwood School District v. Kuhlmeier (1988)
	School principals can censor student publications

	Texas v. Johnson (1989)
	Legal to burn the flag in protest


	Engel v. Vitale (1962)
	School sponsored prayer is illegal in public schools


	Abington v. Schempp (1963)
	Daily scripture reading for religious purposes is illegal in public schools


	Mapp v. Ohio (1961)
	Exclusionary Rule


	Roe v. Wade (1973)
	Abortions legal in all 50 states


	TLO v. New Jersey (1985)


	School officials can search students based on “reasonable suspicion”  “Probable cause” is not necessary

	Gideon v. Wainwright (1963)


	Criminal defendants are entitled to a court appointed attorney regardless of the type of crime

	Escobedo v. Illinois (1964)


	Criminals are entitled to have their attorney present during questioning

	Miranda v. Arizona (1966)


	Police must read suspects their rights if they are under arrest and being questioned about a crime


	In RE Gault (1967)


	Established rules for arresting, questioning, convicting and sentencing juveniles


	Furman v. Georgia (1972)


	Death penalty not unconstitutional, but procedures applied by states were biased against African Americans and the poor

	Gregg v. Georgia (1976)
	Cruel and unusual punishment concerned torture


	Plessy v. Ferguson (1896)
	Segregation ruled Constitutional as long as accommodations were equal- Separate But Equal Ruling


	Brown v. Board of Education of Topeka, Kansas (1954)
	Reversed Plessy decision- Segregation ruled unconstitutional

	Korematsu v. United States (1945)
	Actions such as internment camps are permitted during a time of “military urgency”


	Heart of Atlanta Hotel v. United States (1964)


	Facilities that serve interstate customers must follow federal laws based on the commerce clause of Constitution (Congress can regulate interstate trade)

	Swann v. Charlotte-Mecklenburg Board of Education (1971)
	Busing is an acceptable tool for integration



	California v. Bakke (1978)


	Giving preferential treatment to members of any one group based on race or ethnic origin is discrimination

	Shaw v. Reno (1993)
	Racial gerrymandering is illegal


	Marbury v. Madison (1803) 
	1. Established the Supreme Court has the power to determine if laws passed by Congress are Constitutional (JUDICIAL REVIEW) 
2. Established the Constitution is the Supreme law of the land

	United States v. Nixon (1974)
	Presidents can only use executive privilege to protect national security, not to cover up a crime


	McCulloch v. Maryland (1819)
	Federal institutions cannot be taxed by states. Supported Congress’ implied powers


	Gibbons v. Ogden (1824)


	Defined Commerce to include navigation and determined Congress has the right to regulate navigation- Commerce Clause of the Constitution gives Congress the power to regulate interstate commerce- Constitution is the Supreme Law of the Land

	State v. Mann (1830)


	Slaves were the absolute property of their owners- Owners could not be convicted for killing a slave even if the death came from a beating

	Leandro v. The State of North Carolina (1997)
	The State is required to educate all students equally regardless of socioeconomic status or location
