	Definition

	Caucus
	A meeting of leaders in a political party to narrow down the field of candidates.

	Closed Primary
	Election to narrow down a field of candidates in which voters can only vote for the party in which they hold membership.

	Electoral College
	Body of officials within a state that votes to elect the President of the United States.

	Interest Groups
	Organizations of people with common ideologies, occupations, or beliefs who work together to influence legislation and political leaders.

	Multi Party System
	Political system in which multiple political parties share power.

	One Party System
	Political system in which one leader or political party has power.

	Open Primary
	Election to narrow down a field of candidates in which voters can vote for both political parties.

	Political Party
	Organization of people with shared political ideologies who work to get candidates elected to public office.

	Propaganda
	Media designed to influence people's thoughts and behaviors.

	Recall
	A vote to remove an elected official from office and hold another election.

	Referendum
	A vote on state or local laws.

	Two Party System
	Political system in which two political parties share power.
