	Republican Party
	Political party formed from Democrats, Whigs, Free Soilers and Know-Nothings who opposed slavery

	Lincoln Douglass Debates
	Both men were running for senate in Illinois- debated issue of slavery

	Slave Codes
	Laws that limited slaves actions


	Harriet Tubman
	Former slave who led 19 groups of runaway slaves to freedom on the Underground Railroad

	Underground Railroad
	A network of people who helped slaves escape to the North

	Harriet Beecher Stowe
	Wrote Uncle Tom’s Cabin


	Uncle Tom’s Cabin
	Novel about horrible treatment of slaves in the South


	John Brown
	Led an attack on Harper’s ferry to get weapons to give to slaves to help them revolt

	Harper’s Ferry
	Federal arsenal attacked by John Brown


	Election of 1860
	Abraham Lincoln won


	Abraham Lincoln
	President who freed the slaves

	How President Lincoln saw slavery


	Secede
	To withdraw from the United States

	Speech made by president Lincoln to honor the men who died on the Gettysburg battlefield

	Sherman’s March to the Sea 1864
	General Sherman burned a path through the South to destroy bridges, factories, and railroads 

	Emancipation Proclamation 1863
	Proclamation issued by President Lincoln to free slaves in the Confederate states, but maintained slavery in Border States to keep them loyal to the Union

	13th Amendment
	Abolished Slavery


	Appomattox Courthouse
	Location of Confederate surrender to the Union


	Ironclad
	Warship with the sides covered with iron to protect it from enemy fire

	Black Codes
	Laws meant to keep African Americans subordinate to white people by restricting the rights of freed slaves

	Ku Klux Klan
	Hate Group whose members wore white robes and used violence, murder, and threats to intimidate Black people and the people who supported giving them  equal rights

	Carpetbaggers
	Northerners who came to the South to do business and profited from Reconstruction

	Scalawags
	Southerners (often Republicans) who supported Reconstruction

	15th Amendment
	All male citizens were granted the right to vote


	Jim Crow Laws
	Segregation laws in the South


	Literacy Tests
	To prevent African Americans from voting many states required people to pass a reading test before they could vote

	Poll Tax
	To prevent African Americans from voting many states required people to pay a fee before they could vote

	Grandfather Clause
	Laws that allowed any male to vote if they had ever voted before, or if they had a family member who had voted in the past- helped poor, illiterate white people be able to vote
