	Allies- Russia, Great Britain, France


	Central Powers
	Germany, Austria-Hungry


	Isolationism
	Policy of the U.S. staying out of problems in Europe- staying isolated

	Jeanette Rankin
	First woman elected to Congress (House of Representatives)

	U-boats
	German submarines


	Lusitania
	Passenger ship with Americans on it- attacked by Germany- 1,200 people died


	Zimmerman Telegram
	Noted from Germany to Mexico asking them to help Germany defeat the U.S.- brought U.S. into WWI

	Idealistic Case for War
	When president Wilson said we must enter WWI to make the world safe for democracy
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	Hand Grenades
	Hand held explosives that could be thrown at the enemy


	Machine Gun
	Mechanical guns that could fire lots of rounds of ammunition rapidly

	Mustard Gas
	Poisonous gas first used by the Germans


	Trench Warfare
	Long ditches where soldiers could take cover while they fought the enemy

	“No Man’s Land”
	The area between the trenches - covered in barbed wire and land mines

	General John Pershing
	Commander of the U.S. forces in WWI

	Selective Services Act
	Authorized a draft of men for military service

	Americans Expeditiary Force
	Draftees, National Guardsmen, and volunteers trained and prepared for war

	Doughboys
	Nickname for American soldiers 


	Harlem Hell Fighters
	African American soldiers who convinced their white commanders to loan their services to the French to be used in combat

	Russian Revolution
	Czar Nicholas II was forced out of power and a new republic was established


	Bolsheviks
	Radical group that took over Russia- led by Vladimir Lenin


	Allies
	U.S., Great Britain, France, Russia, Serbia, Italy


	Tank
	Armed ironclad vehicle


	Armistice
	An agreement to stop fighting


	Big Four
	Britain, France, Italy, and the United States- powerful countries at the WWI peace conference

	Fourteen Points
	President Wilson’s peace proposal at the WWI peace conference

	Self-determination
	The power to govern yourself- or your own country


	League of Nations
	Proposed by President Wilson as a place where countries could talk about their problems to avoid war

	“Peace Without Victory”
	President Wilson believed having a winner and a loser led to resentment and conflict- he believed peace should be among equals

	Henry Cabot Lodge
	A leader of opposition to the League of Nations 


	Treaty of Versailles
	Treaty that ended WWI- blamed Germany
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	Bernard Baruch
	Leader of War Industries Board


	War Industries Board
	Placed controls on the nation’s industrial resources, worked to obtain supplies for the U.S. military and its allies

	George Creel
	Leader on Committee on Public Information


	Committee on Public Information
	Meant to encourage public support for the war effort- used propaganda to show Germans as evil and it was the nations duty to fight and defeat them

	Herbert Hoover
	Leader of the Food Administration


	Food Administration
	Meant to encourage Americans to conserve food that could be used for the soldiers in WWI


	Espionage and Sedition Acts
	Made it illegal to interfere with the draft, obstruct the sale of Liberty Bonds, or make statements considered disloyal to or about the government, the Constitution, or the U.S. military

	Red Scare
	Fear of Communism


	Communism
	Political and economic belief in which the government owns all property and individual rights of people are over looked by the needs of the government

	A. Mitchell Palmer
	Leader of Palmer Raids- Attorney General of U.S.


	Palmer Raids
	Created to arrest and jail suspected communists and other “subversives”

	Sacco and Vanzetti
	Two immigrants accused of murder in Massachusetts although the evidence was questionable

	John L. Lewis
	Leader of the United Mine Workers Union


	United Mine Workers
	Went on strike at the end of WWI- government went to court and forced them to go back to work

	Schenck v. U.S.
	Supreme Court ruled the government could silence free speech when it posed a clear and present danger- You cannot yell fire in a crowded theater


	Dawes Plan
	U.S. and Allies bankers loaned Germany money to help support Germany’s economy and industrial recovery


	Washington Naval Conference
	U.S., Japan, Great Britain and other nations met to avoid another arms race like the militarism before WWI- all countries involved agreed to measures designed to prevent one navy from becoming too powerful or threatening
